2012 Request for Proposal

The North Valley Community Foundation (NVCF) is a nonprofit public charity serving Butte, Colusa, Glenn and Tehama Counties that promotes and supports philanthropy.

Program Purpose
The Stiefvater Senior Endowment Grant Program provides incentive grants for establishing and increasing endowments to support nonprofit organizations serving older adults in Butte, Colusa, Glenn and Tehama Counties.  Endowment funds created and augmented through the grant program are managed by the North Valley Community Foundation.  

Eligible Organizations
· Any 501(c)3 organization or agency located in Butte, Colusa, Glenn or Tehama counties that provides direct services to meet the physical, mental and/or spiritual needs of older adults. Qualifying organizations can already have an endowment fund managed by NVCF or need to be capable of opening an endowment fund at NVCF.
· 2009 and 2010 Stiefvater Senior Endowment Grant Program grantees
Funding Available & Match Requirement

A total of $20,000 is available for the 2012 program.  Five nonprofit organizations will be selected as grantees.  After they are notified, grantees will be allotted a fundraising period of four months for the endowment fund match.  The grant program will provide up to $4000 on a dollar to dollar match.  The matching funds will be held at NVCF and deposited into NVCF endowment accounts on behalf of the grantees.

Evaluation Criteria (Rubric available online)
Organization History and Service
1.  History of organization, including service to older adults

2.  Programs/services provided to older adults

3.  Percentage of clientele/participants that are older adults

4.  Percentage of annual operating budget devoted to serving older adults
Endowment Fundraising Strategies and Objectives
1. Endowment program objectives, strategy for attracting contributions, and measurements for success
2. Potential donor base for solicitation of funds for endowment building 

3. History of financial stability allowing development of endowment
4. Financial commitment of organization to carry out endowment program goals, including possible program costs 

5. Demonstrated commitment of board members to building financial security of organization
6. Staff participation in fundraising process
